DISASTER AND POTENTIAL DISASTER RESPONSE

a.
General Requirements. The Contractor shall support, as necessary, the JPL Emergency Operations Center Team, the JPL Urban Search and Rescue Team, and the JPL Hazardous Materials Emergency Response Team in the event of natural and/or human-caused disasters.  For the purposes of this Attachment, a "disaster" is a sudden calamitous event bringing great damage resulting from a natural disaster, criminal conduct, mass destruction, civil disturbance, major hazardous material spill or toxic release, or similar type of event as declared by the JPL Emergency Preparedness Administrator or alternate.  Because of the unique nature of the program, the Contractor shall work in close coordination with the Emergency Operations Center Team, JPL Fire Department, the JPL Safety Office, the JPL Environmental Affairs Office, and/or the designated JPL Response Team Leader in case of a disaster response situation. 

b. Operation Procedures Plan.  The Contractor shall develop an Operation Procedures Plan for disaster response at JPL.  The objective is to perform these services in  accordance with written and bound procedures to ensure that the requirements for responsiveness and availability are met.  The Plan shall be developed using the prescribed JPL emergency response procedures and the requirements of this specification.  The Plan shall address: 

· The availability of Contractor and subcontractor personnel for disaster response, including their areas of expertise and special skills.

· Procedures that will be followed when calling in personnel and subcontractors in the event of a disaster and tracking labor and material usage during a disaster.

· Procedures for ensuring the availability and readiness of the Contractor's personal protective equipment (PPE).

· Procedures for training/conducting drills for response personnel and ensuring their current knowledge of JPL’s facility systems.

c. Emergency Response Team. The Contractor shall support the JPL Emergency Operations Center Team, the Urban Search and Rescue Team, and the JPL Hazardous Materials Emergency Response Team. The Contractor, as directed by the Emergency Operations Center Team Leader, shall respond to all emergencies and disasters at JPL for all facilities and equipment for which the Contractor has maintenance and/or repair responsibilities. The Contractor shall be responsible for isolating and making safe utilities such as electrical power, natural gas, and water during emergency and disaster situations as well as helping to mitigate any additional damages. 

d. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE). The Contractor shall provide PPE  to the Contractor's disaster and emergency response staff.  This shall include (but not be limited to) flashlights, rain gear, safety helmets, goggles, respiratory devices, steel-tipped shoes, and gloves.

e.
Responsiveness. The Contractor shall respond to all disasters regardless of when they occur.  The Contractor will be notified of the disaster by the Emergency Operations Center Team. 
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
