ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT SUPPORT

a.
General Requirements. The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of the JPL Environmental Compliance Program and with established JPL Policies and procedures, during the performance of the Contractor’s work at JPL. 
b.
Performance Criteria.  

(1) Quality.  Workmanship shall be in accordance with the definitions, procedures, and standards specified in Federal and state statute and regulations, and in this contract. 

(2)
Documentation.  Attachment 8 lists the records and reports, their formats and frequencies, required of the Contractor as part of this work.  Site and facility deficiency information obtained from daily operations or noticed during maintenance or trouble call work shall be reported in accordance with Article 1, Paragraph 2.2.2.3.4. 

c. Operation Procedures Plan. .  The Contractor shall develop an Operations Procedures Plan for ensuring compliance with environmental regulations during the performance of the Contractors work at JPL.  The Plan shall be developed using Federal, state and local procedures, regulations and statute, JPL Environmental Affairs Office policies and best business practices. The Plan shall address: 

· Procedures and schedules for achieving environmental compliance 

· Procedures for reporting operations that may result in the generation, storage, and discharge of hazardous materials 

· Procedures for keeping Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) files current for all materials used

d.
Compliance.  The Contractor shall ensure that the work completed by the Contractor at JPL is in compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act, the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA); the Clean Air Act; the Endangered Species Act, the National Historic Preservation Act, and with other statutes, regulations, instructions, and Executive memoranda.
(1)
NEPA Compliance.  For all projects that have the potential to adversely impact the environment, the Contractor shall submit a Form JPL 39 (Request for Environmental Impact Analysis) to the Cognizant Negotiator prior to planning and scheduling the project.  After JPL approval has been granted, it shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to implement the environmental protection measures stated in the approved Form JPL 39. 

(2)
Air Quality Compliance. Compliance with Federal, state, and local air quality regulations is required. All permitting activities and contacts with the various regulatory agencies shall be the exclusive responsibility of JPL’s Environmental Affairs Office, except as directed otherwise by the JPL Environmental Affairs Office.  All equipment requiring a permit from the Southern California Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) must be coordinated with the JPL Environmental Affairs Office 90 calendar days before the equipment is brought on site.  Once the permit is obtained by the JPL Environmental Affairs Office, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to comply with all operational conditions stated on the permit.  These conditions include but are not limited to: ensuring the equipment has best available air emissions control technology; maintaining monthly fuel usage and hours of operation records; paint and associated products usage records; and boiler  maintenance records.  Paints and associated products must comply with the VOC limits established by the SCAQMD. 

(3)
Environmental Compliance Controls. The Contractor shall establish and maintain internal environmental compliance controls encompassing both management and functional responsibilities for its own operations at JPL.  The Contractor shall provide timely responses and appropriate remedial actions to address environmental requirements, recycling, and affirmative-action procurement. 

(4)
Natural and Cultural Resources. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable rules, regulations laws or other requirements, including but not limited to, the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) for all work conducted at JPL.  The Contractor shall not adversely effect historic resources at JPL whether they are eligible for, or listed on, the National Register of Historic Places.

e.
Hazardous Materials. Hazardous material shall be managed to comply with the requirements of all applicable Federal, state and local agencies. The Contractor shall not perform any work on known asbestos-containing materials (ACM), asbestos-contaminated materials, materials that might release Polychlorinated Biphenyl (PCBs) or chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs), ozone-depletion substances (ODSs), radioactive materials, radioactive sources, or oil containing PCBs or lead without prior approval from JPL. 

f.
Contractor Licensing and Certification.  
(1) Business/Personal Licenses and Certification.  The Contractor shall obtain licenses and permits required to conduct business and to handle, store, package, transport, transfer, or otherwise interact with hazardous materials.  

(2) HAZMAT Training and Certification.  The Contractor shall ensure that all employees directly involved with the handling, packaging, storage, shipping, receiving and transportation of hazardous materials are trained and certified in HAZMAT operations in accordance with Federal, State, and Local laws and regulations.

g.
Documentation.  

(1)
Hazardous Materials Notification. The Contractor shall notify the Cognizant Negotiator in writing of all known usage and disposal of hazardous materials including, but not limited to, areas of asbestos contamination, PCB equipment, lead-based paint, CFC chillers, ozone-depleting substances (ODSs) and radioactive sources.

The Contractor shall assemble these records for reference prior to work activity. These records shall be updated within 30 calendar days after discovery, disturbance, or removal of any hazardous material. 

(2)
Asbestos Management and Documentation.  The Contractor shall abate, remediate, and/or encapsulate friable asbestos-containing material (ACM) encountered during the course of performing normal maintenance work.  The Contractor shall record and submit a report of any changes to the ACM to JPL.

h.
Ozone-depleting Substances  (ODSs).  The Contractor shall implement policies that will reduce emissions of ODSs, shall recycle ODSs, and shall not procure products containing or manufactured with ODSs.  The Contractor shall maintain JPL’s existing inventory of ODSs in accordance with Executive Order 12893.  The Contractor shall keep track of use, loss, and disposal information related to the ODS inventory and shall report this information to the Cognizant Negotiator monthly in a format approved by the JPL Environmental Affairs Office (EAO).  

i.
Hazardous Waste.  The Contractor shall ensure that all hazardous wastes have either laboratory analysis data that documents the chemical content or a signed generator’s certification that documents the chemical contents of the waste prior to disposal. 


(1) The Contractor shall dispose of all hazardous waste generated through routine operations in a manner approved by JPL. 

(2)
The Contractor shall document the waste type, collection start date, quantity, location, and personnel/contractor/organization and agency responsible for generating the waste, and shall report this information to the JPL Environmental Affairs Office. 

(3)
Contractor personnel shall wear or use Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) such as clothing, respiratory devices, protective shields, etc., appropriate to the task being performed. 

j.
Environmental Proactivity.

(1) Recycling. The Contractor shall adhere to the JPL recycling program policies and procedures.

(2) Hazardous Material Cleanup. The Contractor, using trained personnel and under the direction of the JPL Environmental Affairs Office, shall clean up any hazardous material spills that result from the performance of the Contractor’s responsibilities under this contract.  

(3)
Liability.  The Contractor shall reimburse JPL for any monetary fines paid by JPL to regulatory agencies for environmental violations caused by the Contractor.

(4)
General Compliance.  The Contractor shall comply with direction of JPL with respect to avoidance of conditions that create a nuisance or may be hazardous to the health and safety of on-site personnel.  

(5)
Reporting.  The Contractor shall report any identified environmental protection problems through the Contractor line Management to JPL.
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
