JPL FURNISHED EQUIPMENT AND SOFTWARE

GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY

In accordance with the Government Property Provision in the General Provisions of this Contract, JPL will provide Contractor with Government-owned equipment and software set forth below for on-site use in connection with this contract. The use of Government-furnished equipment or software for any efforts outside of this Contract is prohibited. All such equipment and software will be provided in an “as-is”  condition.

JPL-FURNISHED EQUIPMENT AND SOFTWARE

JPL will furnish or make available to the Contractor, the equipment and software described in Appendix 38.1 and Appendix 38.2 for use on-site. Should the Contractor choose to use these equipment or software, the Contractor shall properly maintain and repair same and take prudent measures to safeguard and ensure proper use. At the completion of the contract, all equipment shall be returned to JPL in the same condition as received, except for reasonable wear and tear. Repairs, if any, shall be at Contractor’s cost. Equipment that becomes worn out due to normal wear and tear shall be returned to JPL and any replacement shall be the responsibility of the Contractor and shall not be charged to the Contract.

The Contractor and the Contract Technical Manager shall conduct a joint inventory before commencing work on this contract to determine the exact number and serviceability of JPL-provided equipment chosen by the Contractor.

Note: The Contractor shall be responsible for the loss or destruction of, or damage, to the equipment listed in Appendix 38.1 or the software listed in Appendix 38.2, while in the custody of the Contractor, in accordance with the Government Property Provision in the General Provisions of this Contract.

JPL software will be loaned to contractor for loading and use on computers used in the efforts of this contract.
