Power Measurement System Configuration Control

In an effort to monitor power quality and energy loading at the Laboratory, JPL has installed the PML (Power Measurement Limited) power measurement system to track and record the electrical loads on selected banks and substations. The purpose of this document is to convey the importance of maintaining the configuration of the PML server and associated equipment.

Power Measurement System (PMS) System Administrator

It is necessary that the PMS be checked and maintained by a Contractor-provided computer system administrator (SA) with power measurement experience (PML or equivalent).  The SA duties will include software/hardware installations, client installations, configuration, and maintenance.  Also included in this responsibility is the installation, maintenance, and repair of the I/O modules, and PMS communications. Administrator rights on the PMS server or clients shall be restricted to only the SA and the CTM designee.

Programming, Graphics, Point Additions, Deletions, or Modifications

Programming, graphics, point additions, deletions, or modifications shall be performed only by the SA after obtaining approval from JPL.  A PMS Configuration Control Modification form (Appendix 41.1) shall be submitted to the CTM for this purpose.

All physical changes to the monitored electrical equipment shall be updated (both graphics and point information/parameters) in the PML system.  Updating the graphics or point information shall occur no more than two weeks after a change has been effected in the field.

Server Maintenance

Server maintenance shall be performed in accordance with Appendix 15.14.

System Access

There shall be at least one workstation, in addition to the PMS server, that can be used by contractor electrical personnel for read-only access to the Power System information.  
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
